Conclusions

 Intuitively, people understand that a wayside horn
generates less noise than a locomotive mounted horn

 Wayside horns, while not “quiet” do provide a
significant reduction in noise, while still providing an
audible warning

 Describing the differences in terms of the effects
provides:
 A way to describe noise without using complicated terms that

requires expertise in noise

 A means to discuss why noise is important, and what the
effects of noise are on people near a crossing
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
